Since being assigned as the Neighbourhood Policing Officer for the Kerrisdale Oakridge Marpole Community Policing Center in November 2009 I have enjoyed getting to know the many hard working and enthusiastic volunteers who so readily give of their time in an effort to make this a safe and secure community. I have a lot of respect and gratitude for our volunteers, having been one myself for many different organizations including Big Brothers of Greater Vancouver, Victim Services Unit, and the Edmonton Police Department’s Neighbourhood Policing Offices. 

I first joined the VPD as a Reserve Constable in 1994. In 1996 I was hired in the VPD jail where I remained until 1999.  In 2000, I began working in patrol in the District 2 and the Downtown Eastside. In this role I was tasked with addressing issues that directly impacted neighbourhoods throughout the district. I worked closely with other NPO’s, the districts’ Crime Control Officer, and analyst to develop and implement strategies that would assist in keeping Vancouver a safe place to live and conduct business.
I am a strong believer in the concept of community policing and strive to develop partnerships within the communities that I serve. I like to promote a proactive approach to crime prevention and enjoy being out in the community, whether it be one of many speaking engagements or simply walking the beat.
